GENERAL INFORMATION
Perimeter expansion gap: a minimum 10mm expansion 
gap should be provided at all rigid upstands. Larger 
floors may need a wider gap plus intermediate gaps  
of 2mm per metre to allow for expansion. (Typical small 
domestic lofts do not require these additional gaps.) 
(See Fig 1) 

SMARTPLY LOFT panels are suitable for joist centres  
up to 600mm. (See Fig 2)

TYPICAL LAYING INSTRUCTIONS
	 These panels are designed for domestic use with light 

storage and occasional access only. Do not use in damp 
conditions. Ensure that the ceiling joists are suitable for 
load bearing applications. Not suitable for habitable 
attic rooms.

	 Ensure no electrical cables or pipes are “pinched”  
or likely to get damaged when drilling, nailing  
or screwing

	 Where cables cross joists, it will be necessary  
to reroute them. Do not cut notches in joists  
for conduit and pipes. If in doubt, always consult  
a qualified builder (See Fig 3)

	 SMARTPLY OSB T&G panels should be laid with  
their long edges across the supporting joists in a 
straight line and with the expansion gap of the T&G 
joint facing down. Short edges should be supported 
by the joists

	 Adjacent lines of panels should be laid so that their 
cross joints are staggered. For best performance,  
it is recommended to glue the T&G joints (See Fig 4)

	 It is important that edges around the perimeter 
of the floor and around pipes are continuously 
supported on joists or noggins. A noggin must 
support any panel that overhangs a joist. Bridging 
and noggin supports should be used where required

	 Loft panels can be screwed up to 10mm from the 
edges (See Fig 5)

	 Using 50mm screws, panel should be fixed to the  
joist centres at intervals of no more than 150mm  
(See Fig 6).
